Club Amateur Stroke Play Championship (2009-present). 
The Bethlehem Municipal Club Championship traditionally attracted a field from the city of Bethlehem, and many surrounding counties from 1956-1995.

The tournament, since renamed, still continues to attract a field from many counties.

The Bethlehem Municipal Club Championship was re-named and converted to be the Bethlehem Golf Club Medal Play Championship in 1996 -- when the Bethlehem Golf Club head golf professional met with the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley.

The Bethlehem Golf Club head pro decided to create separate in-house club and city championship tournaments, and mutually agreed with the GALV to convert the Bethlehem Municipal Club Championship (1956-1995) to the Bethlehem Medal Play Championship.
 


The tournament was re-named the Bethlehem Golf Club Amateur Stroke Play
 


Championship in 2009.

3. Four or more Allentown City Championship victories, and/or Allentown City Match Play Championship victories (prior to 1990).
The tournament has traditionally attracted a field from the city of Allentown, and many surrounding counties.
