Four competitive flights based on age.

Maximum of 60-70 golfers per event (2 --to--2.5 hours of tee times) for most tournaments.  Entrance in a particular tournament is based upon the order entries are received, unless specified otherwise.

AGE LIMIT: 
2019 LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR events (unless specified otherwise) are open to boys and girls who are at least nine (9) years of age as of a specific tournament date, or are not more than nineteen (19) years of age as of a specific tournament date.

TEE POSITIONS: 
Blue / White tees:

16-19 & 14-15 years-old age flights

White / Gold / Red tees:
12-13 years-old age flight.

Gold / Red tees: 

  9-11 years-old flight.

Tee positions are subject to change due to course length; and prevailing course and/or climactic conditions.

STARTING TIMES: Communicated by e-mail; 3 to 4 days prior to the tournament.

PAIRINGS: Blind draw by age classification.

WALKING  & PULL CARTS:  Players may carry their own golf bags, or use a pull cart (non-motorized).
NO CADDIES & POWER CARTS:  No caddies or power cart transportation vehicles are allowed.
REFUND / TOURNAMENT CANCELLATION REFUND POLICY:  All membership fees and/or tournament refunds are subject to a $10 fee for credit card processing charges, and online tournament management system processing charges,

Youngsters can earn a national ranking from the JUNIOR GOLF SCOREBOARD in a 36-hole, 54-hole, or 72-hole stroke play tournament operated by a recognized junior golf organization (such as the Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour), that are conducted in accordance with JUNIOR GOLF SCOREBOARD tournament guidelines.  The JUNIOR GOLF SCOREBOARD ranking system is based upon scores, course rating, and the strength of the tournament’s playing field.

THE JUNIOR GOLF SCOREBOARD is one of the nation’s top ranking services for junior golfers.  A national ranking from this service is a valuable tool to gain entrance into national junior tournaments, and attract attention from college golf coaches.

DRESS CODE:  ALL JUNIOR TOUR PARTICIPANTS ARE EXPECTED TO DRESS ACCORDINGLY, AND WEAR:
   * Golf shirts with collars

   * Slacks, or golf shorts (Bermuda shorts length).  No shorts with external pockets are allowed.
   * If a player wears a hat, the visor must be facing forward

   * Golf shoes (with non-penetrating, non-metal spikes), or rubber-soled sneakers
NOTE: No jeans, cargo shorts, cutoff shorts, jeans shorts, athletic shorts, tank tops, messages on shirts, or T-shirts.

CONDUCT CODE: 
Players who participate in LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR events are expected to abide by all local (course) rules governing course conduct; and by traditional golf course etiquette as outlined in the 2019 RULES OF GOLF.  Players who throw clubs, use profanity, threaten other participants, consume alcoholic beverages, gamble, or walk off the course and record an "X" score are subject to disqualification from an individual event, and all other 2019 LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR events.  Cell phones and portable music devices must be turned off during competition.

FIRST TEE REPORTING PROCEDURE:

* All 2019 LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR event participants should arrive at a tournament site at least thirty (30) minutes prior to their scheduled tee-off time.  Upon arrival, tournament participants should check in with the starter at the first tee.

* Although a participant's group will be called out, it is the individual player's responsibility to be at the first tee for their starting time.  Players who report to the first tee after their group has teed off, are subject to the appropriate USGA penalties (Rule 6-3) governing such matters.

CONCLUSION OF TOURNAMENT: 
All parents are responsible for picking up, or arranging transportation for their youngsters ON TIME.  Tournament officials plan to leave all tournament sites as soon as possible at the conclusion of events.

RULES/REGULATIONS: All USGA rules (except for local rules amendments and exceptions); and amateur status regulations set forth by the USGA, NCAA, National Federation of State High School Associations, and PIAA, will be adhered to.  It is the goal of the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley (GALV) to conduct all tournaments in complete adherence with the 2019 RULES OF GOLF; however local rules are made if necessary to adjust to various course conditions.

NOTE:  The GALV reserves the right to verify handicaps, addresses, and amateur status of applicants as defined by the United States Golf Association.  All applications for entrance to GALV tournaments are subject to acceptance by the GALV.  The GALV reserves the right to limit entries, adjust tournament dates, times, competitive formats, and expenditures; and other tournament procedures to adjust to conditions prevailing at the time of the tournaments.  All applicants agree to abide by the rules of golf as defined by the USGA, local tournament rules set forth by the GALV, and tournament rulings of the GALV.  Applicants to this and any GALV tournament hereby release the GALV, it's officers, and committee members from any and all liability for any event or consequence whatsoever in any way arising out of or relating to the applicants entry or participation in this tournament; with the sole and singular exception of liability arising out of willful misconduct by the GALV.  Entrance fees are non-refundable; except due to 7 days tournament withdrawal notice to the GALV (phone number 610-437-4982; e-mail k.gilbert24@hotmail.com), or cancellation of play due to severe weather conditions, in which case applicable greens fees will be refunded subject to the tournament host golf club's refund policy.  All membership fees and/or tournament refunds are subject to a $10 fee for online processing charges.

THE ACT OF PAYING THE MEMBERSHIP FEE ELECTONICALLY ONLINE, AND TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION FEES ELECTONICALLY ONLINE (OR PAYING BY ANY FINANCIAL MEANS) DURING FOR A PARTICULAR SEASON, MEANS THE APPLICANT AND PARENTS (AND/OR LEGAL GUARDIAN) HEREBY ACKNOWLEDGE, READ, AND ACCEPT THE MEMBERSHIP CONDITIONS AND RULES OF LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR MEMBERSHIP.
FURTHERMORE, THE ACT OF PAYING THE MEMBERSHIP FEE, AND TOURNAMENT REGISTRATION FEES FOR A PARTICULAR SEASON, MEANS THE APPLICANT AND PARENTS (AND/OR LEGAL GUARDIANS) HEREBY AGREE TO ABIDE BY ALL LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR MEMBERSHIP RULES, AND SPECIFIC TOURNAMENT RULES & REGULATIONS.  ALL PARTIES UNDERSTAND THAT ALL TOURNAMENT RULES DECISIONS ARE FINAL.

ALL LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR TOURNAMENT PARTICIPANTS, AND THEIR PARENTS AND/OR LEGAL GUARDIANS, HEREBY AGREE TO ABIDE BY:

* TOURNAMENT RULES DECISIONS
* LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR MEMBERSHIP DISCIPLINARY DECISIONS – AS PERTAINING TO CONDUCT THAT IS IN VIOLATION OF:

1. LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR MEMBERSHIP RULES,

2. TOURNAMENT CONDUCT RULES GOVERNING TOURNAMENT PARTICIPANTS,

3. RULES GOVERNING CONDITIONS OF PLAY,

4. RULES GOVERNING MINIMUM SCORING REQUIREMENTS, 

5. RULES GOVERNING PARENTS AND/ OR LEGAL GUARDIANS PERSONAL CONDUCT AT TOURNAMENT SITES.

* DISCIPLINARY DECISIONS CAN RESULT IN A SUSPENSION FROM LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR TOURNAMENTS, OR REMOVAL FROM THE LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR FOR THE REMAINDER OF A PARTICULAR SEASON.
* TOURNAMENT PARTICIPANTS, AND THEIR PARENTS AND/OR LEGAL GUARDIANS, HEREBY WAIVE ANY LEGAL RECOURSE REGARDING SUCH DECISIONS.
The registered members and tournament participants -- individually, and the parent or legal guardian – ask & understand that by admission to the 2019 Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour, and to related tournaments as listed on the 2019 Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour schedules, that they do hereby release, discharge, and hold harmless the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley Foundation, it's officers, employees, board members, sponsors, and tournament sponsors from all liability, claims, or demands whatsoever from damages on account of any accidental incident involving the said minor; arising from, or in the course of activities and competition in any 2019 Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour event.  All tournament participants understand and agree that all tournament rulings and results are final.
REFUND POLICIES:

Tournament entrance fees are non-refundable; except due to

1. seven (7) days tournament withdrawal notice to the GALV;

2. cancellation of play due to severe weather conditions; and the host golf course thus being closed for business on the date of a particular tournament.

* All tournament refunds are subject to a $10 GALV tournament registration cancellation fee to cover credit card processing fees, online tournament registration fees, and GALV tournament administration expenses -- regardless of whether a specific tournament is played or not --  and are subject to a host golf course's greens fee and cart fee refund policy.

* A complete tournament refund will be only be given to a particular tournament's participant when the host club and/or the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley makes the decision to postpone a particular tournament entirely -- to a re-scheduled later date in a particular season, and a tournament participant declares that they cannot compete in that particular tournament at a rec-scheduled later date.  No tournament refund will exceed the fee paid for a particular tournament.

* Tournament refunds will be only be given to a particular tournament's participant when the host club and/or the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley makes the decision to postpone a particular tournament entirely – with no re-scheduled tournament date.  All such tournament refunds are subject to a $10 GALV tournament registration cancellation fee to cover credit card processing fees, online tournament registration fees, and GALV tournament administration expenses -- regardless of whether a specific tournament round is played or not --  and are subject to a host golf course's greens fee and cart fee refund policy.
* Multi-round tournament: a partial refund may be given for a postponed round in a multi-round tournament when the host club and/or the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley makes the decision to postpone a particular tournament round.  If any number of holes are played in a particular tournament round, no such refund will be given.  Any partial refund given is subject to a host golf course’s greens fee and cart fee refund policies.  Any partial refunds will only be given only for greens fees (if charged) and cart fees (if charged), and is subject to a host golf course’s greens fee and cart fee refund policies.

Notes:

* tournament participants who do not meet the tour’s minimum scoring requirements in a particular tournament, and are removed from a particular tournament, will not receive a refund.

* tournament participants who compete in a particular tournament, and withdraw from a particular tournament during the competition, will not receive a refund for any un-played (un-completed) holes, or rounds, or tournament activities.

* tournament participants who compete in a particular tournament, and are deemed to be disqualified from a particular tournament during the competition, will not receive a refund for any un-played (un-completed) holes, or rounds, or tournament activities.
* The 2019 membership fee will be refunded (less a $10 online processing charge) only if a player does not play in any (zero) 2019 LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR events.
LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR POLICIES:

1. The Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley (GALV) reserves the right to verify handicaps, addresses, and amateur status of tournament applicants as defined by the United States Golf States Golf Association (USGA).  All applications for entrance to GALV tournaments are subject to acceptance by the tournament committee.

2. The tournament committee reserves the right to limit entries, adjust tournament entrance deadline dates, adjust tournament dates, starting times, competitive formats, tee markers, and tournament expenditures, and other tournament procedures and policies to adjust to conditions prevailing at the date and time of a particular tournament.

3. All USGA rules (except for local rules amendments and exceptions); and amateur status regulations set forth by the USGA, NCAA, National Federation of State High School Associations, and PIAA, will be adhered to.  It is the goal of the GALV to conduct all tournaments in complete adherence with the 2019 Rules of Golf, however local rules are made if necessary to adjust to various course conditions.

4. All tournament applicants agree to abide by the rules of golf as defined by the USGA, local tournament rules set forth by the GALV and/or host golf professional, and tournament rulings of the GALV.

5. Tournament applicants agree to be responsible to know the conditions governing a particular tournament, and will honor the rules and regulations of a tournament.  Entries are subject to approval or rejection at any time (either before or during a tournament) by the tournament committee at it's discretion.  The reason for rejection may include unbecoming behavior by a tournament participant, parents, and / or legal guardians toward tournament officials, host course personnel, or at fellow competitors.

6. Applicants to any GALV tournament hereby release the GALV, it's officers, tournament committee members, sponsors, board members, host course personnel, and tournament sponsors from any and all liability and legal recourse for any event or consequence whatsoever in any way arising out of or relating to the applicants entry or participation in a tournament.

7. MEDICAL SITUATIONS: 

Parents of youngsters who have extreme allergies, adverse bee sting reactions, prone to severe poison ivy outbreaks, or have any other medical condition are responsible for adequately preparing their children; and imply through tournament participation that they are physically and mentally fit to play.  Under no circumstance will any tournament official hold onto or dispense any medication whatsoever.

8. HYDRATION:  Parents and golfers are responsible to prepare a tournament participant for warm weather.  Golfers are advised to put water and/or other chilled drinks in their golf bags, bring money to purchase drinks, read any warm weather hydration notices emailed to them prior to a tournament, and to listen to tournament officials prior to play about getting drinks during their rounds; and after nine holes.
9. The 2019 membership fee will be refunded (less a $10 online processing charge) only if a player does not play in any (zero) 2019 LEHIGH VALLEY JUNIOR GOLF TOUR events.

10. Players can carry their own golf bags, or use a non-motorized pull cart.  Caddies are not permitted in any Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour event.

11. FINALIZED TOURNAMENT RESULTS:  When the following conditions are met, the tournament results are deemed final (after a tournament round): all players have been processed through the designated scoring area, the final group has finished play, all -- if any -- playoffs have been resolved, the scores have been posted, awards have been determined.

Scoring Area:  Tournament participants are granted an opportunity in the scoring area to address any rules issues or scoring issues.  When the tournament participants are finished in the scoring area to the satisfaction of the players and the scoring area official, the scores are deemed final.

Exception based on Rule 34 b, section iii (can be acted upon prior to the overall finalized tournament results):  when a player returns a score for any hole lower than actually taken for any reason other than a failure to include one or more penalty strokes that, before the competition closed, they did not know had incurred. 

12. Players who participate in Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour events are expected to abide by all local (course) rules governing course conduct; and by traditional golf course etiquette as outlined in the 2019 Rules of Golf.

13. Golfers do not receive any verbal, non-verbal, or electronic means of coaching during Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour tournaments.

Players who are coached during a tournament are subject to disqualification from an individual tournament.

Players and parents involved in coaching a tournament participant are subject to suspension from all other Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour events for the current season.

14. During a tournament -- or while on host course grounds during a tournament -- players who throw clubs, use profanity, disturb other participants, consume alcoholic beverages, smoke, gamble, damage course grounds and/or course property, or walk off the course and record an "X" score, are subject to disqualification from an individual tournament, and subject to suspension from all other Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour events for the current season.

15.  Players, parents, and spectators are required to demonstrate courtesy and appreciation to tournament participants, the host golf club and their personnel, and to tournament officials.

Players, parents, and spectators who exhibit unbecoming behavior, disruptive behavior; and/or argumentative behavior towards: tournament participants, host golf club personnel, and/or tournament officials (loud arguments, foul language, intimidation behavior, physical altercation or physical threats); or request any preferential treatment in regards to tournament pairings or rules, can subject a tournament participant to disqualification from an individual tournament, and can be subject to suspension from Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour tournaments for the current season.

16. Cell phones and portable music devices must be turned off during competition.

17. Players may not seek outside instruction or advice by any verbal, non-verbal, or electronic means during a competition.

SPECTATOR REGULATIONS

(refers to parents, legal guardians, relatives, friends, other spectators):

* Parents and spectator policies for a particular golf course will be issued on a course-by-course basis throughout the season. 

*  If required, each spectator must purchase a walking ticket from the host golf course pro shop each day prior to play.  Each individual spectator must show this walking ticket to the starter at the first tee.

*  Spectators are requested to arrive no later than a particular player's starting time, and not attempt to walk onto the golf course in search for a particular player.  These actions can disrupt play, and possibly put a spectator into a landing area of a tee shot, which is an unsafe situation.

*  When a group is called to the first tee, the players will report to the first tee alone (without their parents and/or spectators) with their assigned group. Spectators are asked to stand at least 10 yards behind the first tee.  

*  Spectators must walk 10 yards behind tournament participants at all times; and stay at least 5 yards away from tees, greens, and bunkers.  Spectators are expected to not engage in ongoing conversation with tournament participants during the competition.
*  Spectators cannot rent power carts.

*  Any spectator that follows a particular player with an unauthorized spectator power cart subjects that particular player to disqualification.

"  All spectators are forbidden from forecaddying (walking ahead of a group) due to insurance regulations, and possible disruption of play.  Please stay 10 yards behind tournament participants at all times.

*  Spectators cannot communicate to tournament participants during the competition (no verbal, non-verbal, or electronic communication and/or advice).  Any coaching of a tournament participant may result in a participant's disqualification.

*  Spectators may keep score of a group for their personal use; but their scoring materials are considered unofficial, and cannot be introduced as evidence in the scoring area.  Only the players in a particular group, and the official scorer are allowed in the scoring area.  

*  Spectators may not make rulings, or attempt to make rulings.

*  Players, parents, and spectators are expected to demonstrate courtesy and appreciation to the host golf club and their personnel, and to tournament officials.  Players, parents, and spectators who exhibit unbecoming and/or disruptive behavior; or request any preferential treatment in regards to tournament pairings or rules, may be subject a player to disqualification.

*  Only one warning per player and/or spectator will be given to any violation of spectator rule.  Players are subject to disqualification if the spectator rules are broken.

MINIMUM SCORING REQUIREMENTS:

Tournament participants and parents are required to follow all Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour rules and regulations. 

By registering to compete on the Lehigh Valley Junior Golf Tour, tournament participants and their parents are implying:

1. a golfer possesses basic golf fundamentals and golf skills

Minimum Scoring Requirements:

9-11 years-old golfers:
should be able to shoot 60 strokes or below from the red tee markers

12-13 years-old golfers: 
should be able to shoot 120 strokes or below from the red tee markers

14-15 years-old golfers: 
should be able to shoot 110 strokes or below from the white tee markers

16-19 years-old golfers: 
should be able to shoot 110 strokes or below from any set of tee markers

Girls:
should be able to shoot 120 strokes or below from the red tee markers

Notes:

* A golfer who shoots two (2) consecutive scores 10% above these minimum scoring requirements will be removed from the junior golf tour tournaments until they improve their golf abilities.

* A golfer who shoots a nine-hole score of 72 strokes or above will be removed from a particular tournament.

* A 9-11 years-old golfer (tournament participant), or a 12-13 years-old golfer (tournament participant) who is shooting a score of 50 strokes or above through the opening 5 and/or 6 holes of a particular tournament will be removed from that particular tournament.

 

2. Golfers must have a basic understanding of golf etiquette.

Youngsters must behave in an orderly fashion, follow the junior golf tour's dress code, play at an acceptable pace of play, and display good golf etiquette.  All golfers and parents are asked to review the basic golf etiquette procedures as outlined in the 2019 Rules of Golf.

SCORING AREA

1  Scorecards:  Official scorecards will be distributed by a member of the tournament committee before play begins.

2.  Each player will be responsible to keep a scorecard of one other player in their group.  Players are expected to keep score properly – they must know what the player they are marking made on a particular hole, and keep their own score on the bottom line of their scorecard.

3.  Upon completing the round, players must immediately report to the designated scoring area (defined by the tournament committee) as a group immediately after the completion of play.  Players must check their scores for each hole, settle any rules situations with the tournament committee, insure that the player keeping their score has signed the scorecard, and countersign the scorecard themselves.

4.  Scoring Area:  All players in a particular group must stay within proximity of the designated scoring area until all of the scorecards in a group have been checked, added, and signed.

5.  Only original scorecards distributed by a member of the tournament committee will be accepted upon completion of play, unless severe inclement weather causes damage to a scorecard.

6.  Only tournament participants and a member of the tournament committee are allowed in the designated scoring area.  Scorecards are not to be shown to any spectators during or after the round.
7.  Players are urged to carefully review their scorecard.  An incorrect scorecard, or incorrectly signed scorecard will be subject to appropriate USGA Rules penalties governing such matters.
