LEHIGH VALLEY SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR AWARD

JOHN KUNDA MEMORIAL AWARD
    The LEHIGH VALLEY SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR AWARD, annually presented by the Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley (GALV) since 2005, is based on a 5-tiered GALV point system which awards points on a weighted scale based predominately upon local, regional, state, and national individual  senior amateur tournament performance.

To be eligible, an amateur golfer --  50 years of age or older as of October 1, 2018  --  who accumulates points must be a resident of the greater Lehigh Valley region in Pennsylvania (Lehigh, Northampton, lower Carbon, lower Monroe counties), or reside in western Warren County, New Jersey; and must participate in a minimum of one (1) Lehigh Valley and/or eastern Pennsylvania individual "major" senior amateur championships in a particular year.                                 

Only those senior tournaments listed in the following LEHIGH VALLEY SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR award criteria are eligible for the awarding of points.

The LEHIGH VALLEY SENIOR PLAYER OF THE YEAR points system is separate from the Lehigh Valley Player of the Year points system - therefore senior player of the year points do not carryover to the Lehigh Valley Player of the Year points standings.           

Lehigh Valley Senior Player of the Year award winners must retain amateur status in accordance with the USGA Rules of Golf for the entire regional amateur golf season, which ends in October.

   *  TIER 1 & TIER 3 VICTORY BONUS POINTS:  9 points per each multiple victory and/or USGA National Championship Qualifier qualifying honors (beyond the first "major" victory).




   *  TIER 2 VICTORY BONUS POINTS:  12 points per each multiple victory and/or USGA National Championship Qualifier qualifying honors (beyond the first "major" victory).




   *  TIER 2 & TIER 3 VICTORY BONUS POINTS:  9 points per each multiple victory and/or USGA National Championship Qualifier qualifying honors (beyond the first "major" victory).

U.S. SENIOR OPEN & U.S. SENIOR AMATEUR




*  24 POINTS - awarded to players who earn medalist honors in a U.S. Senior Open or U.S. Senior Amateur qualifier




*  20 POINTS - awarded to players who successfully qualify for the U.S. Senior Open or U.S. Senior Amateur.




*  24 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who make the 36-hole cut in the U.S. Senior Open or U.S. Senior Amateur.




*  24 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who finish among the top 8 in the U.S. Senior Open or U.S. Senior Amateur.




*  24 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who win the U.S. Senior Amateur.




*  48 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who win the U.S. Senior Open.

NOTE:  Players who successfully qualify for multiple USGA national championships (as listed above) earn 12 bonus points per each successful qualification (beyond the first successful qualification).




NOTE:  Players who do not successfully qualify for the U.S. Senior Open or U.S. Senior Amateur, but finish among the top eight qualifiers, are awarded points on a 24-14-12-10-8-6-4-2 basis.




TIER #1:  CHAMPIONS TOUR  -  TOURNAMENT QUALIFYING




(amateur status necessary)




*  24 POINTS - medalists.




*  20 POINTS - successful qualifiers.  Unsuccessful qualifiers earn points on a 24-14-12-10-8-6-4-2 basis.


*  24 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who make the 36-hole cut.




*  24 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who finish among the top 8 placers in a CHAMPIONS TOUR event.




*  48 POINTS - are additionally awarded to players who win a CHAMPIONS TOUR event.




NOTES:




-  All ties will result in an even splitting of points among the players involved  (where applicable, ties for 8th place, 4th place, and 2nd place are awarded full point value; unless a playoff determines the specific place).
-  All points awarded for 2018 must be registered during the current calendar year thru October.

-  Points are not awarded for club tournament's that are open to, and conducted for, only for a specific club's membership.
-- Points are not awarded for club tournaments that are not “open” in participatory format.




-  Points are not awarded for net score, scramble, alternate-shot, or any handicap - style formatted tournaments.




-  Only two major or top amateur tournaments per year hosted by a particular golf course are considered for points.  (Golf Association of the Lehigh Valley tournaments, Lehigh Valley Amateur divisions, and long-running tournaments have priority).
