The "Lehigh Valley Tournament of Champions" is conducted annually at the conclusion of the Lehigh Valley regional amateur golf season during the second weekend of October.

The Lehigh Valley Tournament of Champions is one of the four annual Lehigh Valley region major amateur championships, and is the traditional year-end championship of regional amateur golf.                                                                                      

The 30th annual Lehigh Valley Tournament of Champions will be played on Friday, October 11, and Saturday, October 12, 2019 at Lehigh Country Club in Lower Macungie Township, PA.

The field will consist of 50-to-60 amateur golfers.  The tournament has three competitive divisions: Amateur, Senior Amateur (50 years of age as of October 11, 2019), and Super-Senior Amateur (65 years of age as of October 11, 2019).                                                                                 

Senior and super-senior golfers who qualify for the event must play in those particular divisions -- unless they satisfy non-senior tournament qualifying criteria.  Those senior players who satisfy non-senior qualifying criteria must choose their competitive category by Friday, October 4, 2019.                                                                                            

To qualify for the 2019 Lehigh Valley Tournament of Champions, an amateur golfer must satisfy the tournament's qualifying criteria, and have current amateur status as defined by USGA rules.

All players must qualify for the tournament from competitions that are of a specific individual gross score or better ball of partners gross score basis.  No handicap, net score, scramble, alternate shot, callaway, or other net scoring tournament formats are considered.

It is the primary responsibility of golf clubs to report their club champions to the GALV; and/or to the local media.

Invitations to successful qualifiers for the tournament who satisfy the tournament's qualifying criteria will be sent by August 24, 2019.  Invitations to alternate qualifiers -- if necessary --will be sent by September 27, 2019.
